Wherever possible we will accommodate your first choice but please be aware that the hospital may need your services more in a different location.

Recruitment will close on Sunday 8th March 2020 however we reserve the right to close recruitment early if we are over- subscribed.  We would encourage you to submit your application as soon as possible.  Following shortlisting you will be invited for interview.

Tea Bars: Monday – Friday 9.00-1.00 and 1.00-4.00 BRI & SLH
We have four Tea bars – 2 at St Luke’s Hospital and 2 at BRI.  They are open Monday –Friday and provide hot and cold drinks, snacks and sandwiches.  All of the profits from the tea bars are donated back to the hospitals in the form of equipment.  This is a great role to gain experience in customer service and cash handling.

Mobile Shop:  Monday-Friday 9.30-12.00 and 2.00-4.00 BRI only
Our mobile shop visits all the wards at BRI to give patients the opportunity to buy newspapers, magazines, drinks and confectionary.  This is an invaluable service for patients, visitors and staff.  You will need to be physically fit and friendly.

Pharmacy Volunteers – Monday-Friday 9am-12pm and 1pm-4pm BRI only
Please note this role is only available to those over 18.  This is a new role for the hospital and has been developed on the basis of patient feedback.  You will be based on our Chemotherapy day unit and go to collect Chemotherapy and related medication from the pharmacy.  In between these trips you will offer support to the patients on the ward.  This is a physically demanding role as there is a lot of walking involved.
Maternity Volunteers: Monday – Sunday 9.00am – 1.00pm and 2.30pm – 5.30pm and 5.30pm – 8.00pm

Volunteers on the maternity unit can give that precious gift of time to lend a helping hand, offering extra support to staff and new mothers.

Patient Research Ambassadors 

A Patient Research Ambassador is someone who promotes health or clinical research from a patient point of view. They could be a patient, carer or member of the public who is enthusiastic about health research and is willing to communicate that to others. As a Patient Research Ambassador you can help to encourage a research-active culture in the NHS and make sure that people using local NHS care have the best opportunities and choices about taking part in research. You can contribute according to your skills and interests in a range of ways. This could include:
· raising awareness of  health/clinical research to patients, carers and the public (for example, via events and health awareness days)

· improving information for patients and the public about health/clinical research

· being involved locally to support national initiatives or campaigns

· helping with the training of  staff to promote quality research and patient, carer or public involvement in research

· providing information to patients and acting a link with staff for patients, carers and the public who are thinking about taking part in research..

Rheumatology Outpatient Volunteer - Wednesday mornings only St Luke’s Hospital

Volunteers are required to fill the rheumatology information leaflet display case and support the flow of patients attending the early arthritis clinic on a Wednesday morning. 

The main role of the Early arthritis Outpatient Volunteer is to fill the display case and re-stock leaflets.  The volunteer is required to assist patients wherever possible during their visit to the early arthritis clinic.  
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Volunteer Recruitment Information

Thank you for your interest in volunteering at Bradford Teaching Hospitals NHS Foundation Trust. Our volunteers provide support across all 4 of our hospitals in a wide range of roles.

· If you are not in education we ask a minimum commitment of 6 months. However you are welcome to stay as long as you wish.

· If your application is successful we will contact you by letter and invite you to a small group interview.

· For all successful volunteers we will then need to request a DBS check, medical clearance and 2 references.

· As a volunteer you must be willing to undertake any necessary training for your volunteer role and attend mandatory updates as required. 

· If you require a reference for an employer or university we are only able to provide this on successful completion of your placement. Please note we are only able to confirm the dates you volunteered, the role and hours completed.
