The Colorectal Nurse Specialist Team
Working alongside the consultants is a team of three colorectal cancer specialist nurses and a cancer care coordinator.

Christine Walker is the team’s cancer care coordinator.

Together they provide specialist support, information and care to patients and their families affected by colorectal cancer. The colorectal nurses aim to work with you to ensure that you are informed and involved at every stage of your treatment from diagnosis to end of treatment follow up.

You will be introduced to one of the nurse specialists at the start of your cancer pathway and will meet at various intervals along the way, however they are available on the telephone to help and support in between.
